How will you be graded?  You will have plenty opportunities to earn points in this class.  Your grade will be based on in-class assignments, labs, homework, quizzes, tests and class participation.  Grades will be rounded up if .50 or greater.

“What’s my grade in this class?”  You are expected to chart your progress and keep track of your own grade.  Knowing your percentages in each category, The formula below will be used to calculate your own grade at any given time throughout the marking period.

(Graded Assignments %) x 0.20 (Laboratory %) x 0.20 + (Notebook %) x 0.05 + (Class Participation %) x 0.05 + (Tests and Quizzes %) x 0.50
Attendance policy: You are responsible to get the notes that you missed and complete whatever assignments you missed.  You will not always be reminded.  Making up missed work is your responsibility.  If you cut class, you will receive a zero for whatever was completed on the day you cut.  You are responsible to meet with Mr. Flueso to set up a time to make up any missed labs.  Use the class website to keep up if you are out.  Missed labs are to be made up.  One day each week a physics teacher will be in early to assist you with them.  The dates and times for makeup labs will be announced throughout the year.
What do I need to have in my notebook?
Your notebook should be a three-ring binder of about 1.5-inch width.  A grading rubric will be given describing the requirements.

Classroom etiquette: In class, you are expected to conduct yourself in a respectful way to Mr. Flueso and your fellow students.  Use common sense.  Foul language or derogatory comments will not be tolerated.  In the event of a substitute teacher covering the class, typical classroom rules and procedures apply
Classroom Rules and Procedures:

1. All students are expected to report to class on time.  Entering the classroom after the bell is considered to be tardy and a late slip will be given.

2. No eating or drinking is allowed in the classroom.

3. During lecture, note-taking, or whole-class discussion sessions, there is to be no talking among the students.  If you have something to add or have a question, 
RAISE YOUR HAND.

4. Do not touch any lab equipment unless authorized to do so by Mr. Flueso or another teacher.

5. During transitional periods in the classroom, you are to quickly and quietly prepare yourself for the next activity.  Do not try to stall.  Class time is a horrible thing to waste.

6. Dismissal at the end of the period will be from assigned seats; no lining up at the door prior to the end of class.

7. Tests will be announced at least three days in advance; if a student is in class for the announcement and is absent the day of the test, that student will be expected to take the test upon his/her return to school.  If the student is not present when the test is announced and/or not present for class content, make-ups will be made according to the guidelines outlined in the student handbook.

8. Horseplay during a laboratory activity will result in a zero for the lab grade and appropriate disciplinary action.

9. Cheating on graded work will result in an automatic zero.

Homework: Homework will often be collected and graded, or just checked for completion.  Mr. Flueso will not always check the homework.  However, you will not always know when he is not checking it; so have it done!  It’s your responsibility to find out the homework when you come back from an absence.

Quizzes: Pop quizzes may be given at any time.

Extra Credit: Extra-credit will be offered periodically by Mr. Flueso on a class wide basis.  Bonus assignments will be part of your “graded assignments” grade.  With bonus, an average of over 100% in the graded assignment category does not carry over into other parts of your grade.
