Chemical and Physical Changes

Chapter 3
All matter can be identified by its chemical and physical properties.  A physical change is a change in the matter’s size, shape, or state.    If a new substance is formed, a chemical change occurred.  

You will be illustrating an example of matter that has undergone a physical change, and an example of a different matter that has undergone a chemical change.  Each example should be on the same piece of paper, and you must illustrate the matter before and after the change occurred.  Remember two examples (one for physical and one for chemical) are required.  Students must also write one sentence explaining the changes that did/did not occurred.
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
