	Alliteration 


	when the same sound is repeated in two or more neighboring words

	Cause and Effect
	One condition brings about another condition as a result. This result is called the effect.

	Character Development:
	the way an author shows us how a character changes as the story proceeds

	Climax
	 the moment when the action in the story reaches its greatest conflict. It is the moment of the highest tension.

	Compare and Contrast
	 a way to examine two people, two ideas, or two things. Contrast always means to look for differences. Compare can have 2 different meanings. You look for how things are alike. Or, look at likenesses and differences.

	Conflict:
	The main source of drama or tension in a story. A struggle between opposing forces. Internal conflict is a struggle within the character. External conflice is a struggle against another character, ideas, or an organization.

	Description
	writing that gives the reader a mental picture of something.

	 Fact
	a piece of information that can be proven.

	Figurative Language
	 language that cannot be taken literally since it was written to create a special mood or feeling

	Metaphor
	writing that compares two things that are not alike; it does not use like or as.

	Narrative
	the type of writing that tells a story; the story may be true or fictional

	 Opinion
	 a personal point of view or belief; it cannot be proven

	Personification: 
	 writing in which an inanimate object or an abstract idea is given human characteristics

	Plot
	the arrangement of events in a story

	Point of View
	the perspective from which a story is told. Who is the narrator? Is it First Person (I) or Third Person (he/she/they)

	Resolution
	the part of the plot from the climax to the ending where the main conflict is worked out

	Setting
	 the time and place in which the story occurs

	Simile
	writing that uses like or as to compare two unlike things

	Theme: 
	The main idea of a story; the message the author wants to communicate; often a message about life.

	Meter
	The rhythm of syllables in poetry
