Options:

______ 3 Dimensional Ocean Creature – Create a three dimensional ocean creature similar to the examples shown to you.  This creature should be as close to real size as possible.  It should be neatly constructed and well thought out.  Along with your creation, you must also present this to the class listing the sources of information that you obtained along with your creature’s: diet, size, characteristics, habitat, predator/prey, and interesting facts.    (50 points for creation and 20 Points for the presentation) 
______ A power point on an ocean creature – create a power point on an ocean creature of your choice.  Your power point should include some animation and creativity.  Use color, pictures, text boxes, etc. to make this an interesting power point.  Your power point must include the creature’s description, looks, size, characteristics, habitat, diet, predator/prey, and interesting facts.  (50 points for power point and 20 Points for the presentation)
______ A power point on the oil spill – create a power point on the current oil spill and its effect on our environment, ocean life, and overall negative impact on our society.  Has this happened before?  What did we do?  What were the overall effects then and now? (50 points for power point and 20 Points for the presentation)
______ Animal Poster – create a large poster board size display of the ocean creature of your choice.  This poster must include a color picture of the creature along with the following information: description, looks, size, characteristics, habitat, diet, predator/prey, and interesting facts.  This poster must be neat and colorful.  (50 points for power point and 20 Points for the presentation)
______ A project of your choice -  come up with an idea for this project and have it cleared with Mr. Haines.  (50 points for power point and 20 Points for the presentation)
